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Sciences Uszwma Finland #ind1231 “Our history and the conditions in which we live have
definitely helped to create a sense of unity among Finnish people and built our feeling of
togetherness. Especially the years after the Second World War were characterized by a strong
sense of community, and helping others was considered self-evident. Communities were
close-knit and people helped and supported each other whenever necessary.With
industrialization and growing economic well-being, people started putting more emphasis on
their own needs and preferences and this was partly at the expense of the community spirit.
The fact that individuals now had better possibilities of improving their skills and competence
was a positive development and with economic growth, more resources for self-fulfillment
became available. However, there are two sides to every coin. There was less time for others,
including friends and family members. Economic growth is often accompanied by urbanization
and the concentration of the population in growth centre put a strain on family relationship.”
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
